1nternational law,; the Contrac,ting Parties shall, in 
particular, act in conformity, with the provisions of the 
Convention on Offences and Certain Other Acts Committed on 
Board Aircraft, s 1igned at Tokyo on 14 September, 1963, the 
Convention for tHe Suppression of Unlawful Seizure of 
Aircraft, signed ;at the Hague 1'on 16 December 1970, and the 
Convention for therSuppression of Unlawful Acts against the 
Safety of Civil Aviation, signed1at Montreal on 23 September, 
1971 and the Pr6tocol for suppression of Unlawful Acts of 
Violence at Airports Serving International Civil Aviation, 
signed at Montreal;on 24 February 1988.

Each Contracting Party shall also give 
sympathetic consiaerati6n to any request from the other 
Contracting Party for reasonable1 special security measures to 
meet a particular fhreat.

(5) When an inbident or threat of an incident of unlawful 
seizure of civil a~rcraft or other unlawful acts against the 
safety of such aircraft, their passengers and crew, airports 
or air navigation facilities occurs, the Contracting Parties 
shall assist each other by facilitating communications and 
other appropriate measures intended to terminate rapidly and 
safely such incident or threat thereof.

(6) Each Contr1cting Party shall take measures, as it may 
find practicable, to ensure that an aircraft subjected to an 
act of unlawful seizure or other acts of unlawful 
interference whichihas landed inl its territory is detained on 
the ground unless: its departure is necessitated by the 
overriding duty to;protect human 1 life.
