10. PAWAN HANS HELI| COPTERS LI M TED
10.1 I NTRODUCTI ON

10.1.1 Pawan Hans Hel i copters Limted ( PHHL) was
i ncorporated in October, 1985 (under the nane of “Helicopter
Corporation of India Linmted ) as a Governnment Conpany under
the Conpany's Act. 1956. The Corporation conmenced its
operations within one year of its formation to provide
hel i copter support services to the oil sector in offshore
exploration, operate in hilly and inaccessible areas and
meke avail able charter flights for pronotion of travel and
tourism

10. 2 ORGANI SATI ON AND CAPI TAL STRUCTURE

10.2.1 PHHL is headed by Chairnman-cum Managi ng Director
who is also the Chief Executive. The Registered Ofice of
the Conpany is |ocated at New Del hi and its Regional Ofices
are at Munbai and New Del hi .

10.2.2 The Conpany' s authorised capital is Rs.120.00
crores. Against this, the present paid up capital is
Rs. 113.76 crores. Qut of the present subscribed capital of
Rs. 113.76 crores, Rs.89.266 crores is held in the name of
President of India and Rs.24.50 crores in the name of Gl &
Nat ural Gas Corporation Limted

10. 3 FLEET STRENGIH

10.3.1 The Conpany at present has an operational fleet of
twenty SA- 365N Dauphin, three Bell 206 L4, two Bell 407, two
Robi nson R-44 and three M-172 helicopters.

10.3.2 The 19 Westland helicopters, which had been grounded
since 1991 for reasons of operational safety and economc
unviability are being disposed off. The first shipnent has
been handed over to the buyer and efforts are being made to
conpl ete the transaction by shipping the renmaining shipnent.

10. 4 OPERATI ONS

10.4.1 PHHL has flown over 2.60 |akh hours carried over 52
| akh passengers and 1, 00, 000 tonnes of cargo during the |ast
15 years.

10.4.2 The Conpany achieved a total flying task of 18345
hours during the financial year 1999-2000 and as per revised
estimates for 2000-2001, the Conpany is likely to achieve a
total flying task of 19160 hours.

10.4.3 The Conpany operates eight Dauphin and one M-172
hel i copters on contract basis to ONGC for carying its nen



and vital supplies round the clock to drilling rigs situated
in Bonbay off-shore platformns. An addi tional helicopter
(M-172) is also provided on call out basis for the ONGC.

10. 5. DEPLOYMENT OF THE HELI COPTER FLEET

10.5.1 One Dauphin helicopter has been provided to Punjab
Gover nment . In addi ti on, t he scattered |Islands of
Lakshadweep are <connected with a regular inter-island
helicopter service by a Dauphin helicopter provided to
Lakshadweep Admi nistration. The Conpany has deployed one
Dauphin helicopter in the State of Arunachal Pradesh

thereby connecting difficult nountainous terrain. The
Conpany has also deployed one Dauphin helicopter with a
foreign oil consortiumat Chennai. One Dauphin helicopter
is being wutilised by the Mnistry of Honme Affairs (MHA) at
Guwahati. Another Dauphin helicopter has been deployed with
MHA at | nphal for Border Security Force requirenents. In
addition a Bell helicopter has been deployed with MHA for
Jammu and Kashmir operations. One Dauphin helicopter has
been deployed wth Mehalaya Government who are running a
regul ar passenger service.

10.5.2 One Robhinson helicopter is operating at Guwahat
with Ol India Limted and the other is being used for
charters.

10.5.3 One Bell helicopter is utilised by the Government of
Si kkim who run a regular passenger service ['i nki ng
Gangt ok- Bagdogr a. PHHL provided crucial aviation support
for 18th and 19th Indian Scientific Mssions to Antarctica.

10.5.4 PHHL has started helicopter service for Mata Vasi hno
Devi Shri ne with ef fect from 09.04. 2000 l'inking
Jamru- Kat r a- Sanj i chhat sect or

10.5.5 A Bell helicopter has been provided to Nationa
Hydro El ectric Power Corporation at |Itanagar for their Hyde
Projects for a period of two years. Also a Bell helicopter
has been deployed with Gas Authority of India Limted for an
initial period of two years for pipeline surveillance.

10.5.6 PHHL also provides maintenance & operation support
services for Bell 206L4 of a private conpany and a Dauphin
N-3 helicopter of Government of Karnataka.

10.6 HELI COPTER SERVI CES | N NORTH EASTERN REG ON

10.6.1 The Conpany has been operating helicopter services
in the State of Arunachal Pradesh since 1995 by deploying
one Dauphin helicopter having 8 passangers capacity.

10.6.2 A Bell 206L4 helicopter has also been placed at
Guwahati at the disposal of Mnistry of Home Affairs to



facilitate visits by senior officials to different areas/
Projects sites in the North-east region.

10.9.5 Though the oil industry remains the major wuser of
hel i copters, the Conpany is providing helicopter services to
other custoners |like State Governnents and other Public
Sector Undertakings as well as such joint venture conpanies
as are commencing oil exploration and production in the
of f-shore bl ocks allotted to them After augnmentation of
its fleet, the Conpany proposes to provide services in
Nort h-east, tourist charters and selected pilgrim centres.
The Conmpany has helicopters for charter purposes stationed
at Del hi and Munbai which could al so be used by tourists.
